SCIENTISTS

Al-Razi (865-925 CE) — The Pioneering Muslim
Scientist

Abu Bakr Muhammad ibn Zakariya Al-Razi,
commonly known as Al-Razi, was born in 865
CE in Ray, Persia (modern-day Iran). He was a
Persian physician, chemist, and philosopher. He
made significant contributions to medicine,
chemistry, and philosophy.

Life: In his early years, Al-Razi showed great
intellectual curiosity. Initially, he was interested
in music and alchemy. He worked as an alchemist
and may have even suffered eye damage from
chemical experiments. Later, he shifted his focus
to medicine, studying under renowned scholars
like Ali ibn Rabban al-Tabari. He traveled to
Baghdad, where he gained expertise in medicine,
philosophy, and science. Eventually, he became
the chief physician at the famous hospital in
Baghdad, earning widespread recognition.
Achievements: Contributions to Medicine:
First to Differentiate Between Measles and
Smallpox. He described their symptoms in detail
in his book Kitab al-Jadari wa al-Hasbah (The
Book of Smallpox and Measles). Father of
Experimental Medicine: Emphasized clinical
observation and case studies in diagnosis.

Alcohol and Mercury in Medicine: Used
alcohol for medical treatment and disinfecting
wounds. Introduced mercurial ointments for skin
diseases. Developed Surgical Threads: Used
animal intestines for internal stitching (precursor
to modern sutures). First to Introduce Hospitals
with Specialized Wards: Helped establish the
first hospitals with separate wards for different
diseases. Wrote Over 200 Books on Medicine:
Kitab al-Hawi (The Comprehensive Book) — An
encyclopedia of medical knowledge. Kitab al-
Mansuri — A medical textbook used in Europe for
centuries.

Contributions to Chemistry & Pharmacy
Father of Practical Chemistry: Developed
techniques like distillation, crystallization, and
sublimation. Invented Alcohol-Based
Solutions: First to use ethanol for medical
applications. Refined the Process of
Distillation: This helped in perfume making,
medicine, and chemistry. Discovered Sulfuric
Acid: One of the most important acids in
chemistry, widely used today.

Contributions to Philosophy & Other
Sciences: Wrote on ethics, logic, and
metaphysics, promoting rational thinking.
Advocated for scientific methods over
superstition. Emphasized empirical observation
in all fields of science.

Influence and Legacy: Al-Razi’s passion for
learning and experimentation set the foundation
for his groundbreaking contributions to
medicine, chemistry, and philosophy. His work
laid the groundwork for modern medicine,
pharmacy, and chemistry. His books were
translated into Latin and taught in European
medical schools and universities for centuries.
