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Eid-al-Fitr (Eid al-Fitr, Eid ul-Fitr,

Id-Ul-Fitr, Eid) is the first day of

the Islamic month of Shawwal. It
marks the end of Ramadan, which
is a month of fasting and prayer.
Many Muslims attend communal
prayers, listen to a khutba (sermon)
and give zakat al-fitr (charity in the
form of food) during Eid al-Fitr.
What Do People Do?

Many Muslims attend communal
prayers and listen to a khutba or
sermon on the first day of the
month of Shawwal. These prayers
are held outside or in large venues,
such as sports arenas, in some
places. Many Muslims may travel
far to participate in these activities.
Some communities organize
different festivities, such as
communal meals or events for
children, on this day.

If a Muslim has not given zakat al-
fitr during Ramadan, he or she can
give this on Eid-al-Fitr. Zakat al-
fitr is a form of charity consisting
of a quantity of food, such as
barley, dates, raisins or wheat flour,
or its monetary equivalent given to
the poor. Many Muslims may also
prepare festive meals to share,
wear new clothes, visit relatives
and give presents or candy to
children. Cards can also be sent,
often featuring the words “Eid
Mubbarak™.

Eid al-Fitr

Public Life

Eid al-Fitr is not a nationwide
public holiday in countries such as
Australia, Canada, the United
Kingdom or the United States.
However, many Islamic businesses
and organizations may have altered
opening hours. There may also be
some congestion around mosques
during the day.

Background

It is not possible to predict the date
of Eid-al-Fitr according to the
Gregorian calendar accurately.
This is because the month of
Shawwal begins, and hence the
month of Ramadan ends, after a
confirmed sighting of the new
moon, either in Saudi Arabia or
locally. The new moon may be
sighted earlier or later in specific
locations. Hence, many Muslims in
different communities, for example
on the east and west coasts of the
USA and Canada, may begin the
Eid-al-Fitr celebrations on
different dates.

During the month of Ramadan,
Muslims observe a strict fast and
participate in pious activities such
as charitable giving and peace-

making. It is a time of intense
spiritual renewal for those who
observe it. At the end of Ramadan,
Muslims throughout the world
observe a joyous three-day

celebration called Eid al-Fitr (the
Festival of Fast-Breaking).

Answer : Eid al-Fitr falls on the first
day of Shawwal, the month which
follows Ramadan in the Islamic
calendar. It is a time to give in
charity to those in need, and
celebrate with family and friends the
completion of a month of blessings
and joy.

Before the day of Eid, during the last
few days of Ramadan, each Muslim
family gives a determined amount as
a donation to the poor. This donation
is of actual food -- rice, barley, dates,
rice, etc. -- to ensure that the needy
can have a holiday meal and
participate in the celebration. This
donation is known as sadaqah al-fitr
(charity of fast-breaking).

On the day of Eid, Muslims gather
early in the morning in outdoor
locations or mosques to perform the
Eid prayer. This consists of a sermon
followed by a short congregational
prayer.

After the Eid prayer, Muslims
usually scatter to visit various family
and friends, give gifts (especially to
children), and make phone calls to
distant relatives to give well-wishes
for the holiday. These activities
traditionally continue for three days.
In most Muslim countries, the entire
3-day period is an official
government/school holiday.

Recipe

Sheer khurma recipe with step by step
photos — sheer khorma or sheer korma
is a rich mughlai dessert of vermicelli
pudding made during festive occasion
of'eid ul-fitr. sheer khurma is made with
milk, vermicelli, dried dates and sugar.
‘sheer® stands for milk and ‘khurma’
stands for dates in persian language.

sheer kurma is a rich dessert consisting
of various dry fruits, ghee and milk. this
is an easy recipe and there are different
variations of making sheer kurma. in
this variation, i have roasted the
vermicelli first and then added it to
milk. the vermicelli is then cooked for
some more minutes till they become
soft. as the vermicelli-milk mixture
thickens towards the end, the dry fruits

which have been fried in ghee are added.

1just neceded to add 1.5 thsp sugar in this
sheer korma as the dates i used were
very sweet. both dates and raisins
contribute to the sweetness. so adjust the
proportion of sugar accordingly and as
per your taste. also use the fine variety of
vermicelli.

this delicious sweet pudding is an
excellent dessert to be made in winters
as it has lot of dry fruits which give a lot
of heat & warmth to the body. best to
have the sheer kurma hot or warm
during winters.

1. roast the seviyan till golden and keep
aside. if you want then you can roast the
seviyan in ghee also. in the same pan.
heat ghee. and add chopped dry fruits
(chopped dates, raisins, cashews,
almonds, pistachios, chironji) and saute
for 3-4 minutes.

2. heat milk in a saucepan and let it come
to boil. lower the flame and simmer for
8-10 minutes till the milk slightly
thickens. keep on stirring the milk at
intervals.

Ibn Rushd, the Islamic thinker who
‘enlightened the west” and inspired the
Furopean current of thought called
‘Averrohism’, was great philosopher,
theologian and medical scientist. He
also wrote on Quranic sciences,
astronomy, physics and biology.

Life : Abul Walid Muhammad ibn
Ahmad ibn Muhammad Ibn Rushd was
born in 520 AH/1126 AD in Cordova,
Spain. He belonged to family of scholars
and judges. His grandfather had been
qadi and imam of the great mosque of
Cordova. He himself served as gadi of
Seville and Cordova. One of his many
sons was a royal physician, and others
became scholars and judges. Ibn Rushd
had a slim body and an exceptional
mind. He studied under his father, Abu
Abd Allah Marzi, and Hafiz Abu
Muhammad ibn Rizq. He also had a

number of disciples, including Abu Abd
Allah al-Drumi and Abul Qasim Tailsan.
He lived during the Muwahhideen rule
(Almohades) who patronised
philosophers and scientist,

At the age of eighteen, he went to
marrakush. The renowned philosopher
Ibn Tufail played a major role in his
carcer. First, he introduced him to the
Caliph Abu Yaqub Yusuf who made him
the royal physician, and later, when the

Caliph wanted a better explanation of

Aristotle to be written, he recommended
Ibn Rushd.

In his last years, Ibn Rushd fell into
disgrace. Rival scholars held him guilty
of un-Islamic views and he was
humiliated and put under house arrest.
However, the Caliph soon revoked his
orders and restored Rushd to his former
position of honour. He died in 595
AH/1198 AD at Marrakush. He was first
buried in Marrakush and later his remains
were shifted to his family graveyard at
Cordovawhere Ibn al-Arabi participated
in his funeral prayers.

Ibn Rushd wrote more than 78 books

most of which are available, but a few of

them in their Hebrew and Latin versions.
His important works are: Fast al-magal
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wa taqrib ma bain al-Sharia wal hikma min
al-ittisal, Kashf al-Manahij (Theology and
philosophy), Tahafut al-tahafut (his
response to Imam Gazali’s Tahafut al-
Falasifa), Tafasir madad al-tabiya
ymetaphysics), Mugaddimat al-mumahidat
(Maliki law), al-Kullivat (medicine). He
wrote the Kulliyat as a complement his
friend Ibn Zuhr’s al-Taisir, the two books
forming a comprehensive text book on
medicine. Id deals with anatomy, health,
diseases, symptoms, drugs. food, hygiene
and therapeutics.

Ibn rushd attempted to solve the problem of
relation between philosophy and the
[slamic society with the help of theology.
law and philosophy. The divine law
ensures the happiness of all and, therefore,
all must have faith in it and perform the
duties ordained by it. Those with higher
faculties are required to pursue philosophy
which understands the divine law better.
While according great respect for
Aristotle’s logic, Ibn Rushd  held that
logical reasoning cannot nasere all
questions that baffle man thereby
upholding the validity of the Prophet and
the revealed truth. He believed in a future
life which he held was not against reason
even though reason did not prove its
features.
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Hadith In Eidul Fitr

Anas bin Maalik (radi Allahu anhu)
said: “The Messenger of Allah (sal
Allahu alaihi wa sallam) came to
Madinah and the people had two days
when they would play and have fun. He
said, “What are these two days?’ They
said, ‘We used to play and have fun on
these days during the Jaahiliyyah

(Days of Ignorance). The Messenger of

Allah (sal Allahu alaihi wa sallam)
said, ‘Allah has given you something
better than them, the day of (Eid)
Adhaa and the day of (Eid)
Fitr.””[Sunan Abu Dawood - Classed
as Sahih by Shaykh al-
Albaani]Commentary:The Prophet
(sal Allahu alaihi wa sallam) has told us
in this Hadith us that we have two
festivals which are Eid al-Fitr and Eid
al-Adhaa.These two Eids are among
the signs or symbols of Allah which we
must celebrate and understand the aims

and meanings behind them.The
Sunnahs that the Muslim should
observe on the day of Eid are as
follows:

1. Doing ghusl before going out to the
prayer:It was narrated in a sahih
hadith in al-Muwatta’ and elsewhere
that ‘Abd-Allah ibn ‘Umar (radi
Allahu anhu) used to do ghusl on the
day of al-Fitr before going out to the
prayer-place in the morning. [Al-
Muwatta’ 428]Imam Al- Nawawi
(may Allah have mercy on him) said
that the Muslims were unanimously
agreed that it is mustahabb
(recommended) to do ghusl for Eid
prayer.The reason why it is mustahabb
is the same reason as that for doing
ghusl before Jumu’ah and other public
gatherings. Rather on Eid the reason is
cvenstronger.

2. Eating before going out to pray on
Eid al-Fitr and after the prayer on Eid
al-Adha:Part of the etiquette is not to
go out to pray on Eid al-Fitr until one
has eaten some dates, because of the
Hadith narrated by Al-Bukhari from
Anas ibn Maalik (radi Allahu anhu),
who said that the Messenger of Allah
(sal Allahu alaihi wa sallam) used not
to go out on the morning of Eid al-
Fitr until he had eaten some dates of
which he would eat an odd number.
[Sahih al-Bukhari]lt is mustahabb to
eat before going out to emphasise the
fact that it is forbidden to fast on that
day and to demonstrate that the fast
has ended. Ibn Hajar (may Allah have
mercy on him) suggested that the
reason for that was so as to ward off
the possibility of adding to the fast,
and to hasten to obey the command of
Allah.
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*[The perfarmance of) Umrah is
an expiation for the sins
committed [between it and the
pravious one). And the rewaord of
Hajj Mabrur (the one accepted by
Allah} is nothing except

Paradise.”
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What is Eid al-Fitr?

Whatis Eid al-Fitr?
Your guide to Muslim festival
marking the end of Ramadan

Muslims across the world will
greet each other by saying "Eid
Mubarak" today, as the month-
long fast of Ramadan comes to
aclose.

Because the timing of Eid al-
Fitr is based on the Islamic
lunar calendar, it can be
difficult to predict when the
festival will take place.
But when the new moon
appears over Saudi Arabia, the
Islamic community break into
colourful celebrations,
throwing food festivals,
performing music and
spending time with friends and
family.
Here's a guide to Eid al-Fitr,
and how to know when it
takes place.
Whatis Eid al-Fitr?

The arabic

name Eid al-

translates to 'festival of the
breaking of the fast' in English.

It marks the end of the month-
long fast of Ramadan, and the
beginning of the Islamic month
of Shawwal.

Whatis Raadan?

Ramadan 1s the ninth month of
the Islamic calendar, and marks
the month in which the Quran
was firstrevealed.

Muslims spend the month
fasting from dawn until sunset.

When is Eid al-Fitr observed?

The end of Ramadan is based
on the Islamic lunar calendar,
soitcan be difficult to predict.
Eid al-Fitr is observed when
the first new moon is sighted.
This can lead to the festival
being celebrated on different
days in different parts of the
world.
While some Muslims wait to be
able to see the moon
themselve s, many
either use the
calculat
ed time
o f

new moon, or base it on the
declaration made in Saudi
Arabia.How is Eid al-Fitr
celebrated?

On the day of Eid, Muslims
gather at mosques in the
morning to perform the Eid
prayer, before holding family
gatherings and visiting friends.
Muslims share feasts and
sweets to mark the end of the
fasting period, and greet each
other by saying "Eid Mubarak"
- which roughly translates as
"happy Eid".

The celebrations last for three
days, and are seen as a time of
forgiveness and of giving
thanks to Allah for helping
people to complete their
spiritual fasting.

Many Muslims display this
thanksgiving by giving
donations and food to those
less fortunate than themselves.

In most Muslim countries, the
three days of Eid are observed
as public and school holiday.
This is not the case in the UK,
but many employers and
schools allow time off for
Muslim workers and children -
particularly in areas with a high
Muslim
population.
